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1. Methodology
This report is principally based on the cases of murder reported in
Bangladeshi media in Bengali confirming the murders and the manner in
which the murders of the members of the Awami League and its affiliate
organisations were carried out.

Considering that both the Awami League and its Chhatra League were
banned by the Interim Government of Bangladesh, it was not possible to
conduct interviews of the relatives of the victims.

The brief English translation of the Bengali news reports regarding each
case is provided.
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2. Executive summary: The charge
of crimes against humanity
against Chief Advisor
Dr Muhammad Yunus & Adviser
for Home Affairs Jahangir Alam
Chowdhury

At least 123 members of the Awami League and
its affiliate organisations such as Swechasebak
League, Chhatra League, Juba League, Matsojibi
League, Krishak League etc were murdered or
killed in custody from 5 August 2024, after the
fall of Sheikh Hasina government, and 30 April
2025 as per credible and reliable reports collated
by the Rights and Risks Analysis Group (RRAG).
These include 102 persons who were killed for
being members of the Awami League and its af-
filiate organisations and 21 other Awami League
cadres who were killed in custody during the same
period1. At least 41 Awami League leaders were
hacked to death, sometimes by slitting of throats,
in a la Taliban style.

These murders are just tip of the iceberg as not all
murders were reported in the media and the
RRAG was not in a position to monitor all the
targeted murders of the Awami League members.

Even mentally unstable, maimed, women and chil-
dren were not spared in these targeted killings as
the following emblematic case studies show:

Case 1: Mentally unstable Tofazzal murdered
by students mob

On 19 September 2024, Tofazzal, a mentally un-
stable man was brutally killed in Dhaka Univer-
sity compound by a student’s mob. Takdir Howlader,
former joint convener of Kakchira organizational
police station Chhatra League, said, “Tofazzal was

the president of Kathaltoli Union Chhatra League
in Patharghata Upazila. However, he became men-
tally unstable for 3/4 years due to a love-related
incident. Later, he lost his parents and brother and
completely lost his mental balance. Now there is no
one in his family to call him his own. He could not
survive despite being mentally unstable. We want
justice for those who killed him so brutally. No one
else has to give their life in such an incident.” He
died in the hospital during treatment.

Case 2: Maimed Abdullah Al Masud beaten
to death

Maimed in an earlier attack on 29 April 2014
when his leg from ankle and veins of his hands were
severed, former Rajshahi University (RU) Chhatra
League leader Abdullah Al Masud had been walk-
ing with a plastic leg. On the fateful day on 8 Sep-
tember 2024 when he was beaten for his past mem-
bership with the Chhatra League and was handed
over to the police, he told reporters while in police
custody, “Brothers, I have come to Binodpur to get
medicine. They caught me because I used to do
Chhatra League. But my leg was cut in 2014 it-
self. My veins were cut. I have given up Chhatra
League long time back”. He died in the hospital.

Case 3: Chhatra League leader’s mother mur-
dered after being hit while offering Namaz

On 5 December 2024, Mrs Arina Begum (45),
wife of Abul Kalam whose son was the President of
the Chhatra League of Kajldighi Kaliaganj Union,
was hacked in the head from back when she was
offering Namaaz. She collapsed and died.  As the
Chhatra League was banned, her son had been
living in hiding.

Case 4:  Mohd Rian (12 years) hacked to death
for writing “Joy Bangla” by Dr Yunus supporters

On 17 December 2024, the alleged supporters of
Dr Mohammed Yunus murdered Mohammed
Masud Rana (21 years) and Mohd Rian (12
years), a class five student at Nachol, Chapaiganj
for merely writing “Joy Bangla slogan in their
Facebook page five months before the Students
Movement. Masud Rana was President of
Bangladesh Chhtra League, Chapaiganj Politi-
cal Institute. In a Facebook post it was written:
“These two persons were killed/hacked to death at
10.30 am by terrorists belonging to Yunus support-
ers.”

The shrill political rhetoric by the political oppo-
nents whether Jamaat-I-Islami, Bangladesh Na-
tional Party, the Anti-Discrimination Students
Movement and the top leadership of the Interim
Government headed by Dr Mohammed Yunus
effectively encouraged the vengeance from the
Awami League. The banning of the Chhatra
League2, students wing of the Awami League on
24 October 2024, and subsequently the Awami
League itself on 11 May 20253  justifies these acts
of vendetta with impunity.

A perception prevails at national level in
Bangladesh that Awami League members can be
murdered with impunity because of the excesses
committed by Sheikh Hasina’s government, not-
withstanding individual criminal liability.

The Interim government of Bangladesh has pre-
vented the truth about the murder of the Awami
League members. Firstly, it restricted the mandate
of the Office of the High Commissioner for Hu-
man Rights (OHCHR) to “conduct an indepen-
dent fact-finding inquiry into alleged human rights
violations and abuses that occurred between 1 July and
15 August 2024” and investigation by the
OHCHR were conducted from 16 September to

October 2024 when the Awami League members
were facing acts of violence and mass killings, and
could not depose before the OHCHR investiga-
tion team because of the fear of violence.4 The
OHCHR Fact Finding report stated that “as many
as 1,400 people may have been killed between 15
July and 5 August, and thousands were injured,
the vast majority of whom were shot by Bangladesh’s
security forces.  Of these, the report indicates that as
many as 12-13 percent of those killed were children.
Bangladesh Police reported that 44 of its officers were
killed”.5 Many of those killed were Awami League
members but could not testify because of the kill-
ings, arsons and destruction of properties of the
members of the Awami League.  Secondly, the In-
terim Government of Bangladesh barred the law
enforcement personnel from arresting or filing
cases against anyone involved in the July-August
uprising6 including for the murder of the 44 po-
licemen7 and therefore, providing absolute impu-
nity.

In most cases of the targeted murder or custodial
killings as covered in the present report, the vic-
tims’ relatives were too scared to file police com-
plaints as admitted by the police and other authori-
ties before the media.

These targeted murders for being members of the
Awami League and its affiliate organisations may
constitute “acts when committed as part of a wide-
spread or systematic attack directed against any civil-
ian population, with knowledge of the attack” includ-
ing murder, torture and these are acts of “persecu-
tion against any identifiable group or collectivity on
political ground” i.e. being members of the Awami
League. Therefore, these acts meet the criteria set
forth under Article 7 of the Statute of the Interna-
tional Criminal Court relating to the crimes against
humanity.8 Therefore, it is not only former Prime
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Minister Sheikh Hasina who remains liable for the
offences committed leading upto her fall but also
Dr Mohammed Yunus as head of the Interim
Government and Adviser for Home Affairs
Jahangir Alam Chowdhury for the murder of the
Awami League members under the Interim Gov-
ernment. They are liable for the command respon-
sibility as per Article 28 of the Statute of the Inter-
national Criminal Court”.9

The war crimes committed in Bangladesh leading
upto the fall of the Awami League government
on 5th August and thereafter against the mem-
bers of the Awami League and its affiliate
organisations under the Interim Government
headed by Dr Yunus till date are akin to the “al-
leged crimes against humanity committed in the con-
text of post-election violence in Kenya in 2007/2008”
which was investigated by the International Crimi-
nal Court.10 The Duterte case of the ICC regard-
ing former President of the Philippines, Dr
Rodrigo Roa Duterte being allegedly responsible
for the crime against humanity for murders be-
tween 1 November 2011 and 16 March 2019 in
the context of the ‘war on drugs’ campaign11 is
also relevant for the custodial deaths of the Awami
League leaders.

The OHCHR stated that “a significant number of
the killings by State security forces and Awami League
supporters would amount to the crime against human-
ity of murder, as set forth in Article 7 of the Rome Stat-
ute”.12 The OHCHR further reported that “144
officials and members of Awami League and its affili-
ated organisations were killed during attacks that oc-
curred between 1 July and 15 August 2024”13 and
further that “as per Bangladesh Police 44 police offic-
ers were killed and a further 2308 were injured dur-
ing the period of 1 July to 15 August”.14 Therefore, it
is not only the State forces but the non State ac-

tors too committed equally these offences. In fact,
the targeted murders of the Awami League mem-
bers continue as on date.

Bangladesh has ratified the Statute of the Interna-
tional Criminal Court.  As provided under Article
15 of the Rome Statute, the Prosecutor of the ICC
should “initiate investigations proprio motu” on
crimes against humanity from 1 July 2024 till the
tenure of the Interim Government headed by the
Dr Mohammed Yunus based on the report of the
OHCHR and as well this report.

3. Emblematic cases of murder for
membership to the Awami
League

The brief summary of the cases of murder of the
Awami League (AL) members are provided be-
low and the original news coverage of each case in
Bengali are also enclosed as annexures.

Case 1:  Killing of nine people including
Awami League cadres (ANNEX-1)

On 05 Aug 2024, nine persons i.e. Pradeep Kumar
Bhowmik, Golam Sarwar Liton, Golam Hussain
Tito, Jahangir Alam, Mehdi Hasan Elias, Alamin
Sarkar, Ranjur Sheikh, Suman Sheikh and Abdul
Lathif were killed at Raiganj, Sirajagang during
the clashes with the students protestors who were
demanding resignation of deposed Prime Minis-
ter Sheikh Hasina. These included at least five
Awami League leaders including Brahmagacha
Union Parishad Chairman Golam Sarowar Liton,
his brother and General Secretary of the Awami
League Golam Hossain Tito, Raiganj sub-district
ex- General Secretary of Student League Jahangir
Alom, Swechasebak League President Mehedi
Hasam Elias & General Secretary Alamin Sarkar.

Case 2:  Three burnt dead bodies recovered
from the house of former Awami League
mayor of Borisal (ANNEX-2)

On 5 August 2024, the residence of Barishal dis-
trict Awami League General Secretary & Ex-city
mayor Sadiq Abdullah was set on fire by the pro-
testors. Later on, three dead bodies were recov-
ered by the fire service.

Case 3: Swechasebak League leader hacked to
death in Dhaka (ANNEX-3)

On 5th August 2024, Saddam Hossain Rasel, a
leader of the Swechasebak League from Noria
Upozila, Sariyatpur, Dhaka was hacked to death.

Case 4: Murder of Awami League leader (AN-
NEX-4)

On 07 August 2024, the
dead body of Chandpur
Shahrabosti Subdistrict
AL ex- President UP
Chairman Mostafa
Kamal Mujumdar was
recovered from a local
pond. A group of attack-

ers pounced upon him at Shorshak Bazaar,
Chandpur and his younger brother Humayun
Kabir tried to stop the attackers. As Humayun
Kabir was being brutally beaten, Mostafa Kamal
Mujumdar jumped into a nearby pond and his
dead body was recovered from the pond.

Case 5: Four Awami League leaders hacked to
death (ANNEX-5)

On 8 August 2024, at least four Awami League
leaders including  Md. Tanvir (30) of Hossainpur,
Bargaon Union, Sonaimuri, Noakhali Local
Awami League Leader; Md. Yasin (32), Shimulia
village and a local Awami League Leader; Md.
Rayhan (18), Sonaimuri Municipality and a
Chhatra League leader and  Maksudul Alam Roni
(28), a Juba League leader were publicly beaten
and hacked to death at Sonaimuri subdistrict,
Noakhali, along with three others policemen by
the political opponents after the fall of Sheikh
Hasina government
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Case 6: Two Awami League leaders lynched to
death (ANNEX-6)

On 5 August 2024, two Awami League leaders
including Md Nasir were beaten to death while
another child jumped to death after the attackers
set the house of Member of Parliament Anwar
Hussain on fire at Ramganj, Lakkhipur district.
The dead body of Md Nasir was left on the street
with none to collect.

Case 7: Three Awami League leaders lynched
to death (ANNEX-7)

On 05 August 2024,
three people, including
GM Mohsin Reza, chair-
man of the Koyra Upazila
Parishad and the presi-
dent of the Upazila
Awami League was
beaten to death along

with his driver Alamgir Hossain and his personal
assistant Mofizul Islam. According to police and
local sources, the protesters took out a victory pro-
cession after receiving the news of Sheikh Hasina’s
resignation and departure from the country. Pro-
testors attacked GM Mohsin Reza’s residence and
he allegedly fired 7 rounds with his personal pis-
tol. The angry crowd severely beat him and his
two associates, and burnt down his house. GM
Mohsin Reza and two others died on the spot in
the fire.

Case 8: 11 Awami League leaders killed along
with 2 BNP leaders (ANNEX-8)

On 6 August 2024, about 11 Awami League ac-
tivists and two BNP activists were killed in attacks
and violence at Satkhira following the fall of Sheikh
Hasina. Several houses and businesses of the

Awami League leaders and activists were vandal-
ized and looted. The Awami League leaders and
activists killed included Zakir Hussain, Sajib
Hussain, Ashipur Rahman, Saker Ali, Shahin
Hussain, Adom Ali (28) of Kalyanpur village, Anaj
Billah (17) of Kolagram village, Anaj Ali (18) of
Kurikauniya, Ashafur Rahman (40) of Boikari vil-
lage, Touhid Islam (3) of Mrigadanga village and
Shaiful Isam.

While some were hacked to death, others were
beaten to death in the violence.

Case 9: Juba League leader hacked to death
(ANNEX-9)

At about 6 pm on 5 August 2024, students pro-
testors hacked to death a Jubo League activist
named Monirul Islam Shahin in Bauphal,
Patuakhali. The incident took place at Chandapara
area of   Madanpura Union of the upazila.

Case 10: Krishak League leader hacked to death
at Chuadanga (ANNEX-10)

On 06 August 2024, the
political opponents
hacked to death Golam
Faruk Joaddar (57),
President of Chuadanga
District Krishak League,
and former chairman of
Mominpur Union

Parishad (UP) in Sadar Upazila, with sharp weap-
ons. Several local eyewitnesses stated that Golam
Faruk Joaddar bought some fruits for his home
from the market around 5 pm. While he was go-
ing to his home in Sarishadanga village on a mo-
torcycle after buying these fruits, the socalled mis-
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creants armed with country-made weapons
stopped him in front of the gate of Nilmaniganj
Mosque. Then they randomly hacked and stabbed
him to death and left the scene.

Case 11: Two Juba League leaders hacked to
death at Bagura (ANNEX-11)

On 7 August 2024, two leaders of the Juba League
i.e. Rana Paikar (34) and Nur Alam (28) were
hacked to death at Malgram, Dighirpar,
Shahjahanpur Subdistrict of Bagura district by
their political opponents.  No complaint was filed
as per the police.

Case 12:  Jubo League leader Ismail lynched
to death at Chuadanga (ANNEX-12)

On 7 August 2024, a
Jubo League leader
named Ismail was killed
in a mob lynching of the
the political opponents in
Tongi, Gazipur. The
mob, elated and angry
over the news of the fall

of the government, surrounded Ismail on
Surtarang Road, Auchpara, Tongi at 9 pm on 7
August and lynched him to death.

Case13: Awami League leader hacked to death
(ANNEX-13)

On 7 August 2024, political opponents hacked to
death an Awami League worker named Payar
Ahmed (46) in Feni. He was a small businessman
and local Awami League worker from Uttar
Jahanpur village of Sharshadi union in Feni Sadar
upazila. The political opponents also attacked, van-
dalized and looted his shop and house. According
to local villagers, Payar Ahmed was an Awami
League worker from Uttar Jahanpur village of

Sadar Upazila’s union. There was a small shop in
front of his house in the village. At around 11 am,
Payar Ahmed and his son Kausar Ahmed (20) were
sitting in the shop. At that time, seven to eight
miscreants attacked them with sharp weapons.

Case 14: Dead bodies of two Juba League lead-
ers hacked to death recovered (ANNEX-14)

On 7 August 2024, dead bodies of two Jubo
League leaders Mushfiqur Rahman Mishu (35),
office secretary of the Jubo League in Dhalia Union
of Feni Sadar Upazila and Badsha Mia Prakash Kana
alias Badsha (40) from Madhuy village in Baligaon
union killed by their political opponents were re-
covered from a canal and a sawmill at Feni Sadar
and Sonagazi upazilas. The relatives of the two slain
Jubo League leaders and activists stated that they
were beaten first and then hacked to death.

Case 15:  Awami League worker lynched to
death (ANNEX-15)

On 8 August 2024, Naharul Islam (50), uniden-
tified Awami League worker was beaten to death
at Gangni, Meherpur by the political opponents.

Case 16: Swechasebak League leader hacked
to death (ANNEX-16)

On 8 August 2024, the political opponents
hacked to death a Swechasebak League leader
named Faruk Mollah (45) in Bhedarganj of
Shariatpur. His younger brother Farhad Mollah
(35) was also injured in the attack. The incident
took place in the Kandi area of   Gani Mollah in
Charkumariya union of the upazila. The deceased,
Faruk, was the vice-president of the Union’s
Swechasebak League. Relatives and locals said that
the political opponents attacked the residence of
local Volunteer League leader Faruk Molla with
country-made weapons.
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Case 17: Awami League supporter hacked to
death (ANNEX-17)

On 10 August 2024, the political opponents
hacked to death an Awami League supporter, Alam
Hossain (35), son of Agbat Hossain of Taranagar
village at Mujibnagar, Meherpur. Alam Hossain
was sleeping in his house when at midnight; a
group of 6-7 political opponents entered his house
with country-made weapons. Later, they stabbed
him repeatedly while he was sleeping and con-
firmed his death before leaving.

Case 18: Awami League Union Parishad (UP)
Chairman murdered (ANNEX-18)

On 9 August 2024,
Panchgaon UP Chair-
man Sirajul Islam Chana
(50) was killed and more
than 50 people were in-
jured in a clash between
two political parties in
Madhur Bazar of

Rajnagar Upazila of Moulvibazar. Sirajul was the
general secretary of Panchgaon Union and a mem-
ber of Rajnagar Upazila Awami League. Locals
said that after the fall of Sheikh Hasina, miscre-
ants looted a shop belonging to Mahesh Das in
Madhur Bazar and then a clash broke out leading
to the death of Chana.

Case 19:  An Awami League worker named
Babar Ali hacked to
death (ANNEX-19)

On 13 August 2024, an
Awami League worker
named Babar Ali (50)
was murdered by slitting
his throat after being

picked up from in front of his house in Bogra by
the political opponents. His body was recovered
from the Baruni Bridge and sent to the morgue
of Shaheed Ziaur Rahman Medical College Hos-
pital by the police. Babar Ali was a resident of
Akashtara area of   ward number 20 of Bogra city.
He had a grocery shop named ‘Rahim Store’ in
Dhawapara Battala area.

Case 20: Awami League leader murdered at
Haimchar Upazila (ANNEX-20)

On 13 August 2024,
Awami League leader
Bachchu Khan, who was
seriously injured in an at-
tack by the political op-
ponents on 5th August,
succumbed to his inju-
ries. He was undergoing

treatment at a hospital in the capital Dhaka.
Bachchu Khan was the general secretary of Algi
Uttar Union Awami League in Haimchar Upazila
of Chandpur.

Case 21:  Awami League leader hacked to death
(ANNEX-21)

On 16 August 2024, the political opponents
hacked to death an Awami League leader named
Moniruzzaman Lilu (48) with a sharp weapon in
Bishwanath, Sylhet. Lilu was the Vice-President
of Rampasha Union Awami League in the Upazila
and the son of the late Arju Mia of Purbapara vil-
lage in Nowdhar. Babul Mia, the nephew of the
deceased, stated that Lilu was returning home af-
ter offering Isha prayers at the village mosque. At
that time, some terrorists came in a CNG-pow-
ered auto-rickshaw and hacked him with sharp
weapons, seriously injuring him and left.

Case 22: Jubo League leader shot dead (AN-
NEX-22)

On 26 August 2024, Nasir Sheikh (45), a Jubo
League leader, was shot dead by the political op-
ponents in Sirajdikhan, Munshiganj. He was a
member of the union Jubo League. He was shot
in front of Malamat Jame Mosque while he was
on his way to his home.

Case 23: Two Awami League leaders hacked
to death (ANNEX-23)

On 25 August 2024, Idris
Howlader (40), a feed
trader in Satla Bazar of
Ujirpur Upazila of
Barisal, and his cousin
Sagar Howlader (27)
were hacked to death by
the political opponents.

According to local and police sources, around 11
pm Idris Hawlader (40) was returning home on
his cousin Sagar Hawlader’s motorcycle after clos-
ing his business. When they reached the western
bank of the Satla Bara Bridge on the road, miscre-
ants stopped them and hacked businessman Idris,
severing his leg veins. At that time, the motorcy-
clist tried to stop his cousin Sagar and hacked him
indiscriminately, seriously injuring him. Their fam-
ily members claimed that both Howladars were Juba
League leaders and were targeted for the same.

Case 24: Chhatra
League leader mur-
dered (ANNEX-24)

On 29 August 2024, the
Police have recovered the
hanging body of Ms
Shayla Sikder (22), a stu-

dent of Eden College, from a sublet house in the
capital’s Lalbagh. She was a leader of the Chhatra
League at Eden College.

Case 25:  Shramik League leader hacked to
death (ANNEX-25)

On 29 August 2024,
Abdul Mannan (27), a
Sramik League leader
from Kaukhali in
Rangamati district, was
hacked to death by the
political opponents. His
family claimed that his

political opponent was involved in the murder.
While he was fleeing from Kaukhali in Rangamati
in an autorickshaw, he was chased and brought to
Chara Battal Bazar of Raozan Municipality in the
neighbouring upazila of Chittagong and hacked
to death. The deceased Abdul Mannan was the
general secretary of Betbunia Union Sramik
League in Kaukhali upazila of Rangamati.

Case 26: Two Awami League workers shot
dead (ANNEX-26)

On 31 August 2024, two Awami League workers
Md. Anis (38) and Masud Kaiser (32) of West
Quaish area of Shikarpur, Hathazari were shot
dead by the political opponents on the Oxygen-
Quaish road in the Ananya residential area under
Bayezid Bostami police station of Hathazari. They
were known in local politics as followers of former
Hathazari Upazila Parishad chairman and Awami
League leader Yunus Gani Chowdhury.
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Case 27: Matsajibi
League leader hacked to
death (ANNEX-27)

On 1 September 2024,
the political opponents
hacked to death a
Matsajibi League leader

named Lijon Molla (30) at Shahi Eidgah ground
in Basail area of Narsingdi. Lijon was an active
member of the Narsingdi District Fishermen’s
League.

Case 28: Awami League leader succumbed to
injuries (ANNEX-28)

On 30 August 2024,
Awami League leader M
A Mamin Patoari suc-
cumbed to the injuries he
received after being at-
tacked by the student
protestors when he went
to pay homage to

Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman’s Home
at 32 Dhanmondi on 15 August 2024. He was a
Central leader in charge of social welfare of the
Chhatra League.

Case 29: Chhatra League leader beaten to death
(ANNEX-29)

On 8 September 2024,
former Rajshahi Univer-
sity (RU) Chhatra
League leader Abdullah
Al Masud was beaten to
death at Binodpur Bazar
adjacent to Rajshahi Uni-
versity. He was first

handed over to the police station in seriously in-

jured conditions after being beaten up. He was
then taken to the hospital where he died around
12:30 am.

In an earlier attack on 29 April 2014, his leg from
ankle and hands were severed too. He had survived
and had been walking with a plastic leg. On the
fateful day of the attack on 8 September 2024 af-
ter he was handed over to the police and while in
police custody Abdullah Al Masud stated, “Broth-
ers, I have come to Binodpur to get medicine. They
caught me because I used to do Chhatra League. But
my leg was cut in 2014 itself. My veins were cut. I have
given up Chhatra League long time back”.

Case 30: Former Chhatra League leader mur-
dered (ANNEX-30)

On 19 September 2024,
former university
Chhatra League leader
Shamim Ahmed alias
Shamim Molla, who was
injured in an attack by a
group of students at
Jahangirnagar University,

died while undergoing treatment at the
Gonoshasthaya Samajwadi Medical College Hos-
pital in Savar, Dhaka.

Case 31: Mentally unstable Chhatra League
leader murdered (ANNEX-31)

On 19 September 2024,
Tofazzal, a mentally un-
stable man was brutally
killed after being beaten
in Dhaka University
compound by students
protestors’ mob. Takdir
Howlader, former joint
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convener of Kakchira organizational police station
Chhatra League, said, “Tofazzal was the president
of Kathaltoli Union Chhatra League in
Patharghata Upazila. However, he became men-
tally unstable for 3/4 years due to a love-related
incident. Later, he lost his parents and brother and
completely lost his mental balance. Now there is
no one in his family to call him his own. He could
not survive despite being mentally unstable. We
want justice for those who killed him so brutally.
No one else has to give their life in such an inci-
dent.”

Case 32: Juba League leader’s dead body re-
covered from a drain (ANNEX-32)

On 25 September 2024, the Police recovered the
body of Mohammad Momin Mia (32) from a
drain in Battala Bazar area of Barisal city.
Mohammad Momin Mia, a resident of Ruiyar Pol
area of   the city was the younger brother of
Shahidul Islam Munna, the convener of the Jubo
League in Ward No. 18 of the city and he was al-
legedly murdered by political opponents.

Case 33: Juba League worker hacked to death
at Shariatpur (ANNEX-33)

In the afternoon of 27
September 2024, a Jubo
League activist named
Russell Sardar (38) was
hacked to death in the
Bhanga Bridge area of
Islampur Union of
Shariatpur upazila. He

was attacked with sharp country made weapons
allegedly by the local BNP leaders led by Saiful
Madbor.

Case 34: Juba League leader lynched to death
(ANNEX-34)

On 19 September 2024,
former vice-president of
the Sadar Union Jubo
League in Noakhali
Sadar Upazila, Md.
Abdus Shahid (43) was
beaten to death by his
political opponents in a

staged mass lynching. A video of the incident went
viral on social media soon after the incident which
showed that the people involved in the beating
were members of a terrorist group in the area. His
death was publicized as a mass lynching to cover
up the murder.

Case 35: Awami League UP Chairman shot
dead in office (ANNEX-35)

On 30 September 2024,
Naim Uddin Sentu (70),
chairman of Philipnagar
Union Parishad (UP)
under Daulatpur Upazila
of Kushtia, was shot dead
inside his office premise
by the political oppo-

nents. He was shot multiple times at the Union
Parishad building. The deceased, Nayem Uddin
Sentu was elected as a chairman in the 2021 Union
Parishad elections.

Case 36: Juba League
leader lynched to death
at Gopalganj (AN-
NEX-36)

On 30 September 2024,
a Jubo League leader
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Fakar Uddin (38) from Nurupara village under
Rankeli Upazila was beaten to death by the politi-
cal opponents while having tea in Golapganj.
About 15 to 25 persons attacked Fakhr Uddin with
lathis and sharp weapons.

Case 37: Awami League leader hanged after
murder (ANNEX-37)

On 1 October 2024,
Nazrul Islam Dhali, the
general secretary of the
Khadergaon Union
Awami League in Matlab
South, Chandpur, was
murdered by the political
opponents. Family mem-

bers claimed that the political opponents murdered
him and thereafter, hanged his body to show it as a
case of suicide. Dhali’s hanging body was recov-
ered from an under-construction building next to
his house in Beluti village of Khadergaon Union.

Case 38: Awami League worker hacked to
death at Jatrabari, Dhaka (ANNEX-38)

On 06 October 2024, Jahangir Hossain (47), an
Awami League worker was hacked to death by
four or five masked men / political opponents in
front of his house at Mirhajirbagh,   Jatrabari un-
der capital Dhaka.

Case 39: Awami League leader killed in
Gaibandha (ANNEX-39)

On 4 October2024,
Mostak Ahmed (45), the
president of Ward No. 2
Awami League of
Kholahati Union in
Gaibandha Sadar
Upazila, was murdered as

per the claims of the family by showing it as a case
of road accident. His wife, Minara Begum filed a
complaint regarding the same.

Case 40:  Awami League leader’s dead body
recovered at Munshiganj (ANNEX-40)

On 4 October 2024, the
body of missing Awami
League leader Shahjahan
Sheikh was recovered
from a pond on the side
of the road in Kathalbari
of Birtara Union of the
Munshiganj upazila. The

deceased’s wife, Shima Begum, stated that on 3
October afternoon, he went to the market to have
tea but he did not return home. A search was con-
ducted at night and he could not be found. About
16 hours later, his body was found in a pond by
the side of the road, about a hundred yards from
his house. He was Publicity Secretary of Birtara
Union Awami League. He was allegedly murdered
by his political opponents.

Case 41: Awami League leader hacked to death
at Bhandaria (ANNEX-41)

On 4 October 2024, Awami League leader Jafar
Ali Khan (45) was hacked to death by the political
opponents in Uttar Charail, Kathalia-Bhandaria
border area of Bhandaria upazila. He was recov-
ered in an unconscious state and taken to Sher-e-
Bangla Medical College Hospital in Barisal where
he was declared dead.

Case 42:  Awami League leader’s dead body
recovered in Rajshahi (ANNEX-42)

On 9 October 2024, the Police recovered the body
of Awami League leader Shahabul Islam (42)
from Magrabil in Kesharhat Municipality in
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Mohanpur, Rajshahi. He was a resident of
Mollapukur Mahalla of the municipality. He was a
member of the Awami League from Ward No. 9
of Kesharhat Municipality. A bottle of poison was
found nearby.

Case 43: Awami League leader hacked to death
in Chittagong (ANNEX-43)

On 19 October 2024,
political opponents sum-
moned Md. Firoz Khan
(35), a Jubo League
leader, who was hiding in
his sister ’s house in
Sitakunda, Chittagong
and hacked him to death.

The incident took place at around 1 am on 19
October at Lalanagar village of the upazila. The
deceased, Firoz Khan, was the organizing secre-
tary of Baroiardhala Union Jubo League.

Case 44: Chhatra League activist shot dead in
broad daylight (ANNEX-44)

On 21 October 2024, a
Chhatra League activist
named Aftab Uddin
Tahsin (26) was shot
dead by the political op-
ponents in broad day-
light in Shamsher Para
area of  Chandgaon po-

lice station, Chittagong. He was a student of
Omargani M.E.S. College in the city and an active
follower of Arshadul Alam Bachchu, a member
of the Central Awami League’s Science and Tech-
nology Sub-committee. He was shot dead by the
cadres of the Islamic Chhatra Sibir headed by
Sajjad Hussain who came in a micro bus and shot
him dead.

Case 45: Disappeared Awami League leader’s
dead body recovered (ANNEX-45)

On 25 October 2024, the
dead body of an Awami
League leader named
Abu Taher Bhuiyan (52)
was recovered from a
field in Mirsarai Sadar
Union, Chittagong, three
days after he went miss-

ing. Police recovered his body from a field in
Mirsarai Sadar Union. Abu Taher had left his house
for the market in the afternoon of 22 October and
did not return. Later, his wife Selina Akhter filed a
general diary (No. 1060) with Mirsarai Police Sta-
tion on 23 October. He was Vice-president of
Ward No. 3 Awami League for a long time.

Case 46:  Awami League leader murdered af-
ter return to home from hiding in Rajshahi
(ANNEX-46)

On 28 October 2024, Md. Meem (25), a Jubo
League activist who went into hiding after the fall
of Sheikh Hasina in Rajshahi, was murdered by the
political opponents after returning home. He was
chased, beaten and stabbed to death. Meem was a
resident of Ramchandrapur area of   the city. The
miscreants left him in critical condition and he was
admitted to the Rajshahi Medical College (RMC)
Hospital. The doctor declared him dead. He was a
close associate of Juba League leader Jahirul Haque
Rubel and used to stay at the house of former Fi-
nance Secretary of Juba League Rajib Matin.

Case 47: Awami League leader hacked to death
in Jessore (ANNEX-47)

On 30 October 2024, Anisur Rahman (55), vice-
president of Singhajhuli Union’s Awami League
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in Chaugacha Upazila of
Jessore, was hacked to
death by his political op-
ponents. He was having
tea at Jagannathpur
Uttarpara square of the
area when he was at-
tacked. Anisur’s brother,

Ashraf Hossain, the then chairman of Singhajhuli
Union Parishad (UP), was murdered in a similar
way about 22 years ago. Relatives allege that the
same group killed the two brothers.

Case 48:  Two Awami League supporters
hacked to death (ANNEX-48)

On 31 October 2024, two Awami League sup-
porters Hamidul Islam (48) and his younger
brother Nazrul Islam (45) were hacked to death
by the political opponents at Chhatarpara market
of Aria union of the upazila. Around 10-12 per-
sons including Inta Malitha and Suman Piyada
attacked Hamidul Islam and Nazrul Islam at the
Chhatarpara market with country-made weapons,
hacked them with sharp weapons and murdered
them.

Case 49:  Juba League leader thrashed after
being tied to an electric poll succumbed to his
injuries (ANNEX-49)

On 4 November 2024,
Shaidur Rahman, Chair-
man of the Jubo League
of No.8 Ward of
Dorapopur, Rajshahi
died at Rajshahi hospital
while undergoing treat-
ment following brutal

beating after being tied to an electric post. He went
into hiding after the fall of Sheikh Hasina govern-

ment. On 30 October, he was kidnapped by the
political opponents, tied to an electronic poll and
beaten with iron rods and lathis by the BNP activ-
ists in broad daylight. As his family members had
to flee, no complaint was lodged.

Case 50: Juba League leader hacked to death
in Sirajganj (ANNEX-50)

On 13 November 2024,
Dulal Sarkar (46) Chair-
man of Juba League of
Natuapara Union under
Kajipur Upazila of
Sirajgang district was
hacked to death by the
political opponents. He

went into hiding after the fall of Sheikh Hasina
government and came out of hiding after three
months. On return, the BNP activists hacked him
to death. He was hacked in the legs, hands and the
chest. No complaint was filed with the police.

Case 51: Chhatra League leader hacked to
death at Rajbari (ANNEX-51)

On 13 November 2024,
a leader of the banned
Chhattra League Tanbir
Sheikh (20) was hacked
to death near his house at
Binodpur area,
Goalganda, Rajbari by
the political opponents.

He was secretary of Rajbari Municipal Chhatra
League. About 10-12 youths came, caught him
by the throat and repeatedly stabbed him on the
stomach and back. He died at Faridpur hospital.
As per the police, the family did not file any com-
plaint.
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Case 52:  Juba League leader hacked to death
in Noakhali (ANNEX-52)

On 14 November 2024,
Najmul Hasan Roni
(35), a leader of the Juba
League was hacked to
death with sharp weap-
ons and rods by the po-
litical opponents who
were wearing masks near

a shop of one Shakayat, Charkakra, Kompaniganj
Upazilla, Noakhali. The masked men wearing hel-
mets came in motor cycles and suddenly launched
the attack. He was ex-secretary of Awami League
Juba League of Charkakra.

Case 53: Juba League leader hacked to death
after being shot at (ANNEX-53)

On 18 November 2024,
Juba League worker
Manik Hussain was
hacked to death at Pabna-
Kushtia highway by his
opponents. He was re-
leased from jail three
days prior to the murder.

About 8-10 masked men shot at him, he collapsed
and thereafter he was hacked to death.

Case 54:  Juba League leader hacked to death
at Chittagong (ANNEX-54)

On 25 November 2024, Juba League leader Md
Delwar Hussain (45) succumbed to the injuries
after being hacked with sharp weapons at
Satkhaniya, Chittagong on 18 November by his
political opponents. A group of masked men kid-
naped him with a CNG autorickshaw, took him to
Amilais area, hacked him with sharp weapons and

left him nearby the Masjid at Amilais area. He was
rescued by locals and taken to Chittagong Medi-
cal College. He was a worker of the Juba League
and was known as close associate of Juba League
leader Md Saiful Islam. Family members alleged
that they had received threats through social me-
dia. No complaint was filed by the family mem-
bers as per the police.

Case 55:  Dead body of Juba League leader
recovered (ANNEX-55)

On 28 November 2024,
the dead body of Firdous
Sheikh (45 years), a resi-
dent of Jhonjhania village
of Dhumuria union un-
der Gopalganj district,
and a leader of the Juba
League was recovered.

His brother Mizanur Rahman alleged that it was a
pre-planned murder by his political opponents.
Firdous Sheikh was one of the accused of the case
registered on 12 November 2024 for attacking
and burning down the car of Central Chairman of
the Jatiyobadi Seshchasebok Dal of the BNP Mr
S M Jilani.

Case 56:  Chhatra League’s mother murdered
after being hit while offering Namaz (AN-
NEX-56)

On 5 December 2024,
Mrs Arina Begum (45),
wife of Abul Kalam
whose son is the Presi-
dent of the Chhatra
League of Kajldighi
Kaliaganj Union, was at-
tacked with sharp weap-

ons when she was offering Namaaz inside her
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house. She was hacked in the head from back, col-
lapsed and died.  As the Chhatra League has been
banned, her son has been living in hiding and she
was hacked by the political oppoents.

Case 57:  Juba League’s mother and aunt burnt
to death (ANNEX-57)

On 8 December 2024,
the house of Sheikh
Rumel Ahmed, Juba
league Vice President of
Moulvi bazaar was set on
fire. Sheikh Rumel
Ahmed went into hiding
because of the fear of at-

tacks following the fall of Sheikh Hasina’s gov-
ernment. Sheikh Rumel’s mother Mehrunnesha
(65) and aunt Fuleche Begum (60) were staying
in the house and were burnt to death.

Case 58:  Mohammed Masud Rana (21 years)
and Mohd Rian (12 years) hacked to death for
writing “Joy Bangla” by Dr Yunus supporters
(ANNEX-58)

On 17 December 2024,
the alleged supporters of
Dr Mohammed Yunus
murdered Mohammed
Masud Rana (21 years)
and Mohd Rian (12
years), a class five student
at Nachol, Chapaiganj

for merely writing “Joy Bangla slogan in their
Facebook pages five months before the Students
Movement. Masud Rana was President of
Bangladesh Chhtra League, Chapaiganj Political
Institute. In a Facebook post, the Awami League
stated: “These two persons were killed/hacked to death
at 10.30 m by terrorists belonging to Yunus supporters.”

Case 59:  Awami League activist hacked to
death at Narayanganj (ANNEX-59)

On 21 December 2024,
Ahmed Siam (18 years)
was hacked to death by
the political opponents
for merely attending
meetings of the Chhatra
League leader Sharif
Hussain Shamin. He was

reportedly ill for 15 days and when he returned to
work, some unknown persons came to his house
at Fatulla, Narayanganj and hacked him to death.

Case 60: Juba League leader hacked to death
at Kaptai (ANNEX-60)

On 23 December 2024,
one Juba League leader,
Obayed Ullah (43 years),
Vice President of
Raikhali Union Juba
League was hacked to
death at Raikhali Union,
Kapitai Upazilla,

Rangamati District by the political opponents. The
deceased’s son Arif told Dhaka Post that his father
was returning from Karigarpara after closing down
his shop and he was hacked to death. His dead
body was sent for postmortem.

Case 61: Awami League leader hacked to death
in Jessore (ANNEX-61)

On 29 December 2024,
an Awami League leader
Zia Uddin Palash (45
years), General Secretary
of Noapara Municipal
area, under Abhoynagar
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Thana, Jessor district and an ex-councillor, was
hacked to death by his political opponents while
having tea at a shop near Tetultala Masjid. As per
the eye-witnesses, a group of 10-12 persons led
by Raiz Shikdar kidnapped him and hacked him
to death. The public later on caught Raiz Shikdar
and handed him over to the police.

Case 62:  Awami League leader shot dead at
Cox’s Bazaar (ANNEX-62)

On 9 January 2025,
Golam Rabbani Tipu (55
years), former Awami
League Councillor of
Khulna City Corporation
was shot dead at Seagal
Point, Jhaubagan, Cox’s
Bazaar allegedly by the

political opponents. After the fall of Awami League
government, Tipu fled Khulna and went to Cox’s
Bazaar. He was taking a walk when the attackers
came and shot him in the head.

Case 63: Juba League leader hacked to death
at Baufal (ANNEX-63)

On 27 January 2025,
Sujan Haoladar (30
years), a leader of Juba
League, Baufal,
Patuakhali, was hacked
to death by the political
opponents wearing
masks. He was an auto

driver and was waiting for passengers at
Madanpura area. About 4 to 5 miscreants came
and hacked him randomly with sharp weapons.
He was declared dead at Baufal Health Complex.
His father Nabi Ali Haoladar alleged that his son
was murdered by the leader of BNP’s Chhatra

Dal Joint Convenor Md Miraj (30) of the Boufal
upazila.

Case 64: Chhatra League leader hacked to
death (ANNEX-64)

On 13 February 2025,
Abdullah Al Mamun (29
years), a leader of the
Chhatra League was
called by some unknown
persons, believed to be
his political opponents,
and he was brutally as-

saulted at Dhaperghat Bondor Road. Thereafter,
he was taken to Pirganj Upazilla Hospital where
he was declared dead. On 14 February the victim’s
father Abdul Mannan Mandal filed a complaint
with Sadallapur Thana, Gaibanda.

Case 65: Police recovered dead body of Awami
League leader with severed head (ANNEX-65)

On 8 February 2025, the
police recovered dead
body of Bharot Chandra
Rai (48 years), General
Secretary of the Awami
League of Chandipur
Union from
Parbabitipur - Phubaru

railway track, Haldipara, Dinajpur district. His
two hands were tied with plastic rope and his
body and head was severed by a running train
along Dhaka-Parbatipur road. He was alleged to
have been murdered by the political opponents.
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Case No.66: Two Awami League workers shot
dead (ANNEX-66)

On 21 March 2025, two
Awami League workers
Amin (23) and Bashar
(35) of Mohanpur vil-
lage at Narsingdi were
shot dead in a clash with
the BNP workers.
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
